Aim and Character of the Conference

Turbomachinery design and use has always been a field where classic and
modern approaches combine each other. Still the old fashioned methods
of design are used for a first guess of construction, and then contemporary
methods apply to get final touch. This duality of the methods is an inter-
esting topic to discuss on, so from that origin came the unusual title of the
Conference.

This Conference is held for the first time in Belgrade, capital of Serbia.
Following good experiences of famous Budapest conferences, and using the
occasion that two well-known Professors of Belgrade university reach high
values of life efficiencies, the idea came to make this Conference in Belgrade.
Since turbines have better efficiency than pumps, the nature arranged anal-
ogy that our long-time professor on hydraulic turbines Prof. Ivo Vuskovié
celebrates his 90th birthday, and our long-time professor on pumps Prof.
Zoran Proti¢ his 80th.

So, it is our great pleasure to invite you to attend the Conference and share
with us these moments of celebration. We cordially look forward to meet
and host you in Belgrade.

Language

Official language of the Conference is English. A very few exceptions may be
made for oral presentations (German or some other), but still transparencies
or slides and final material must be in English.

Call for Papers

Participants are invited to submit papers related to the topics given below.
Since flows through turbomachinery are interdisciplinary in matter, a lot of
topics on the Conference are offered. However, they serve only to attract your
interest, and please do not feel limited with this choice. You are strongly
invited to present your research interest even if it is not in a very direct
correlation to the conference program.

Topics: Fluid machinery, Hydraulic turbines, Radial, mixed-flow and axial
pumps and pumping stations, Fans, Compressors, Measurements, Proto-
type and model tests, Vibrations, Scale effects, Internal flows, Transients,
Cavitation — criteria and measurements, Expert systems, Hydraulic equip-
ment and structures, Contemporary procedures of machinery elements de-
sign, CFD in hydraulic machinery design and use — comparison with classical
line design methods, Losses in machines, New technologies in manufactur-
ing of hydraulic machines, Specific criteria for hydraulic machine design for
production in series, Pumps for special applications, Noise, Operation with
viscous fluids, General flow problems, Monitoring, control and regulation, ...

Final timetable of the Conference will be distributed by October 4th, but
it is scheduled that invited lectures will be in the morning sessions lasting
30-45 minutes, and standard lectures — mornings and afternoons lasting 15
minutes.

Paper Preparation Instructions

In order to facilitate and speed up the publication process, the following
requirements are mandatory for all the authors:

o Number of pages for a paper is strictly 8 or 10. Papers with odd
number of pages and ones with more than 10 pages will be rejected.

e Papers must be delivered in ITEX or MS-Word format using the sam-
ple files FluidMC.tex or FluidMC.doc downloadable from the web site,
with figures for BTEX included in .eps or .bmp format.

e The name of the KIEX or MS-Word file must be given after the first
author, and the names of figures in the analog way.

¢ It is desirable to submit papers via e-mail.

Publication of Papers

Proceedings will be printed before the Conference, so the participants will
have the book during Conference discussions. Precondition for printing of
the accepted papers is payment of the Conference fee by the deadline.



Conference site

All sessions will take place on the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering. Since
several sections (Minisymposia) are to be expected (roughly pre-named as
Turbines, Pumps, Fans, Measurements and Equipment) 1 big ceremony room
and 4 amphitheatres of the Faculty will ensure functionality and comfort of
the participants.

Lunch is planned to be taken individually and at dis-
posal are several restaurants in the close surrounding of
the faculty.

Separate room with the porter will be reserved for par-
ticipants convenience of coming to or leaving from the
conference site directly, as well as for the comfort during
the conference.

Official currency in Serbia is dinar. Rates of exchange
are: 1 EUR = 60 dinars, 1 USD = 68 dinars, etc.
Exchange offices are practically everywhere including
banks and private kiosks and the rates are the same.
Exchange office at the airport is at the upper floor.

Expenses for public transportation could not be in-
cluded in Conference fee due to technical reasons, but
the fares are relatively low. One ride, regardless the
length and kind of transport, costs 10 dinars (EUR
0,17).

Free parking is possible at the parkings in front of the
Faculty.

During October weather in Belgrade is still mild and
pleasant, allowing participants to get the best out of
Belgrade sightseeing attractions.

Belgrade Airport ”Suréin” is 15 km west from Belgrade. Using
a taxi from the airport to the city is not recommended since
the excellent bus service exists. Bus station is just 20 meters
away from the customs exit and every round hour airport JAT
bus drives to the centre, or precisely to JAT hotels ”Slavija”
(Lux, A and B). One-way bus fare is 100 dinars (EUR 1.6),
and from there taxi or public transport may be used.
Timetable, prices with discounts and offices of national air car-
rier may be seen on: http://www.jat.com.

Belgrade Main Railway-Station and Main Bus-Station are sit-
uated relatively near the town centre and conference location.
City buses and trams numbered 2, 7 and 12 drive to the Faculty
surrounding, and taxi may be used also.

Coming from north (Hungary) — half-highway road Subotica-
Belgrade, near Belgrade junctions to full highway coming from
west (Zagreb, Croatia) which is directed to Nis. Since the
highway goes directly through the town (not around) the exit
is to Kneza Milosa street (second one after crossing the river
Sava), and the drive through this street and its prolonga-
tion Takovska street takes you to the junction to 27.marta
street where you take right to the Faculty. Coming from south
(Macedonia, Greece, Bulgaria) — full highway coming from Nis
directs to Zagreb, and the same exit should be used as de-
scribed above. Coming from east (Romania) — after cross-
ing the Danube bridge on the road from Pancevo, Ruzveltova
street will lead you directly to the Faculty.

How to reach Conference venue (map on next page)

Faculty of Mechanical Engineering is only one minute walk from the Hotel

Metropol.

Faculty may be conveniently communicated by several forms of public trans-
port. Buses and trams numbered 2, 7, 12, 26, 27a, 65 and some others lead
to the surrounding of the Faculty.

If you find more convenient to use taxi service, the right information is that
taxi fare for a 3km ride is approximately 120 dinars (EUR 2) which for
example corresponds to the ride from pedestrian zone (very centre of the
town) to the Faculty. Practically the same distance is also from the Main
rail and bus station to the Faculty.
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Some more information on Belgrade

Beo-grad or Bel-grad (Slav name meaning the White-City) was first cross-
referenced by this name in the document of Pope John VIII dated April
16, 878, although the first fortress was erected by Celts in the third century
b.C. During the period of Roman Empire, city was known by the name of
Singidunum. Belgrade is the city for which 115 battles through centuries
were struggled, with more than 6 million people dead in those battles.

Nowadays, Belgrade is the capital of Serbia and has 1.7 million inhabitants.
