BACKGROUND INFORMATION

during its 1999 meeting held in genova (italy) on sept. 10-11, the techware specialist group on sea outfalls – created in 1997 - launched the proposition of holding, in late 2000, an international conference under the heading:

MWWD 2000 - MARINE WASTE WATER DISCHARGES 2000

the conference intends to revive focused international discussions on marine outfalls and on the discharge of waste waters into the sea.

there remains a strong need in many countries to collect ideas, information and experiences on the subject from scientific experts and legislators, suppliers and contractors and from the end users – i.e. the municipalities and the operating companies. urgent needs are to update existing manuals and guidelines, by evaluating and/or including new technologies and materials, and to assess the “state of the art” both in terms of legislation and of environment protection regulations.

the present proposal is directed at state, regional and municipal organizations, international technical organizations, universities and research institutions, engineering companies and professional engineers, surveyors, suppliers of materials and equipment, marine contractors, operators of coastal  waste water facilities and storm water discharges and others interested in the scientific, technical and operational aspects of the discharge into the sea of waters coming from coastal land based facilities and its impact on the marine environment.

the program calls therefore for an international participation of experts in all fields related to the discharge of land-originated waters into the sea and to their impact on the marine environment.

techware – whose yearly meeting of the “specialist group on sea outfalls” will take place within the conference - extends its proposal to other international associations concerned with sea water quality, and to all experts operating in countries with coastal waters, who might be able to make a positive contribution towards a better knowledge of man’s impact on the marine waters.

the papers and posters shall cover the three main aspects of the “discharge” problems:

( legislative and regulatory issues

( scientific issues

( engineering,  installation and management issues

and will be organised in three parallel sessions per each day.

major topics 

the subjects to be covered, to be grouped in homogeneous sessions, include the following:

· the principles of marine discharge of waste water: is a common international            legislation appropriate ?

· national and international legislation on marine disposals;  emerging eu regulations

· the problems of, and solutions for, waste water and storm water disposal; optimal            solutions in the framework of overall water quality management in coastal regions.

· environmental impact assessment: which is the best way to perform it and how a            survey – limited in time and space – may permit a cost-efficient eia

· the impact of waste and storm water discharge in the marine environment: physical            and biological

· the impact of treated/ untreated storm and waste water discharge in harbour areas

· marine outfalls, intakes,  aqueducts: materials, equipment, construction techniques

· pumping technologies for marine outfalls

· the synergy between the wwtp operating standards and outfall efficiency 

· disinfection of waste waters: is it really necessary ? an analysis of the available             systems

· stability of pipelines and of the surrounding bottom  against wave and currents

· design parameters: how to assess statistically valid parameters of the marine   

           environment for a suitable pipeline design and for a correct diffuser calculation

· diffusers : hydraulics, revamping, restructuring; how to maintain a diffuser’s efficiency between the initial low flow rates and the relevant future ones; saline intrusion and purging; sedimentation risk

· diffuser ports: holes in the wall, long risers, check valves: which is the best?

· diffuser protection and artificial barriers 

· storm overflows

· the need of international guidelines and standards for civil sub-sea pipeline construction

· inspection and maintenance of underwater pipelines

· outfall and storm overflow discharges monitoring
the present list is open to suggestions. “case stories” – not only on successes but also on negative experiences – will be welcome.

it is recommended that the papers be directed towards the practical aspects of the conference theme and not exclusively on the scientific and theoretical issues.

it is moreover recommended that the legislative aspects of the various countries be considered.

the papers not accepted for oral presentation, due to the given time limits, will be presented as posters during the conference. the authors shall be available for their presentation and discussion during the poster sessions.

during the poster sessions, a conference  room will be available for a 10 minute presentation ( with slides or computer projection ) of the best posters.
